       Beginning June 1 through June 30, the 
2003 dog licenses may be purchased at the 
reduced rate of $5.00.  As a service to 
Redford Township residents, my office is 
again offering our “Dog Rabies 
Vaccination Program” under the 
supervision and direction of a licensed 
veterinarian.  The cost of the vaccination is 
$7.00. 
       This year’s program is being offered 
every Saturday during the month of June 
between the hours of 9:00am and 4:00pm 
at the rear of the Public Service Building, 
12200 Beech Daly Licenses can be sold 
after June 30 but the cost will rise to 
$20.00 
       Please bear in mind that this is a one -
year only shot for rabies and does not 
include a booster for distemper, hepatitis 
or leptospirosis.  For your protection and 
the protection of others, please make sure 
your dog is on a leash in the custody of an 
adult who can control the animal.  Do not 
send small children with large dogs. 
 Please remember that it is against the 
law to allow your dog to run loose or to 
harbor or keep any dog, which by loud or 
frequent barking, yelping or howling shall 
cause, serious annoyance to the residents 
of the surrounding neighborhood.  When 
walking your dog, please remember to pick 
up after it.  ALL DOGS must be licensed 
and vaccinated for rabies. 
 If you need a license only, they are 
available at the Town Hall and Public 
Services Building, Monday through Friday 
from 8:30am until 4:30pm. You must bring 
a current rabies vaccination certificate 
with you.
