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How do I sign up?  All students must register in the Redford Youth Department and be able to show proof or residency prior to attending any session.  
When is the program available?  The program is available on a drop-in basis on Tuesdays from 4:00-7:30pm in the Redford Youth Department located in the Redford Community Center.

*There will be no program on Holidays, school breaks, and snow days.

What subjects can my child get help in?  All homework help is based on your child’s homework, so be sure to have your child prepared with whatever they need help with for that day.  

*Please note, the only subject that we will not be able to accommodate due to the drop-in nature of the program is reading.

Who will be helping my child and how long is each session?  There will be at least one homework help monitor available during the designated hours.  Homework help will be provided on a first-come, first-serve basis for the day.  Your child may stay any length of time during the designated hours as long as they are working on homework. (please note: this is not one-on-one tutoring, if there are other students, the monitor will work with each student.)
