TOWNSHIP DOG PROGRAM READY TO START

Saturday, June 7th will kick off the dog program for 2008.  Licenses as well as rabies vaccinations will be available to Redford residents from 9:00 a.m. to 4 p.m. every Saturday in June.

The program will be held at the Dial-A-Ride garage located behind the Public Services 

Building at 12200 Beech Daly (between Plymouth and Schoolcraft), except for June 21st.  On that day, we will be at the Redford Township Ice Arena, 12400 Beech Daly.  We will be sharing the arena with the Doggie-Rama Program.
Dog licenses normally cost $20.00 but for one month each year, the month of June, licenses are discounted to $5.00.  As an additional service to the community, one-year rabies vaccinations are offered for $8.00.

On weekdays, licenses are available at the Townhall Tax Office and at the Public Services Building at the Water and Sewer Department.  Residents must bring along proof of their dog’s current rabies vaccination.

Licenses may also be purchased through the mail.  In April and May, water customers will receive a coupon to mail in with their payment, an original rabies certificate and a self-stamped addressed envelope.  Licenses, tags and the original certificate are mailed back to the dog owner.  The mail in offer is extended throughout the month of June.

Township Treasurer Bob Brang, sponsor of the dog program said, “As far as I know, we are the only community providing this service to residents.  We will continue to provide discounted licenses and vaccinations for as long as the response warrants.”    Treasurer Brang added,  “The lines are usually the longest in the morning and we encourage people to come in the afternoon to avoid long delays.”

Judging by the past success of this program it should be around for a long time.
